Fire and EMS: Chief Chad reported that LGIFR responded to 5 medical and 6 fire calls in July. Thirteen islanders are completing their First Responder training under Chief Chad. If you would like to become a First Responder, contact Chad at 270-7607.  Fire training classes are also offered. 

LGIFR is going through the process of becoming an Advanced Life Support provider (the highest level of EMS response). This process should be complete by the beginning of October. Our paramedics will be working under the direction of Dr Dan O’Leary. Thanks to the generosity of many islanders, the needed funds for this program have been raised. 

LGIFR has started the process of applying for a lower Insurance Service Organization (ISO) rating. ISO is used by homeowners’ insurance providers to determine the level of risk and to set premiums. Private homes on our island currently have a rating of 10, the highest and most expensive.  With increased firefighting capabilities on-island, Chief Chad hopes to gain a rating of 9 or lower, which will reduce homeowners’ insurance bills. This process is a lengthy one, but LGIFR is hoping for success. The Telegraph will keep you posted on progress.
