The next meeting of the LGPOA will be on January 23, 2010 at the home of Richard and Pat Waldov, 9508 Privateer Road.

The next meeting of the LGI Advisory Committee will be on January 8, 2010 at Cedar Point Park on Placida Road.
The LGPOA met on December 12th. We now have 265 members, the largest number since our inception. Paul Holmes will continue to represent LGPOA on the LGI Advisory Committee. Consistent with our mission to communicate with islanders about issues of importance to LGI, we paid for the mailings of the information packet and survey about fire and EMS mentioned below. 
The LGI Advisory Committee has mailed an information packet and survey about fire and EMS to all LGI property owners. Please study the information carefully and return your survey by December 22nd. Charlotte County will tabulate the results and they will be reported at the January 8th Advisory Committee meeting. If there is substantial support for the Useppa Model (option 2 on the survey), a proposal will be presented to the Charlotte County Commission to fund the Useppa Model via an MSBU, and LGIFR’s Board of Directors will be replaced by a new board elected by all island property owners. This Board will hire a professional chief to organize and implement the Useppa Model. Results of the survey will be discussed at the January 8 meeting of the Advisory Committee.
The Fire and EMS survey asks for your LGI property address. You can find this four digit number on your property tax bill.

The new Zoning Ordinance for LGI should be approved by June of 2010. It will be part of the new Charlotte County Comprehensive Plan that was presented to the County Commission at its December 15th meeting. This zoning ordinance changes the zoning on LGI to single family residential, as desired in the LGI Community plan. Fire and EMS:  There have been conflicting reports about the amount LGI property owners currently pay for fire and EMS to Charlotte County. Hector Flores, Financial Manager for the Charlotte County Budget, states that LGI property owners pay no tax at all for fire services, but do pay for EMS services 
(currently the amount is $58 per parcel) and will continue to do so, even if the Useppa Model is implemented, because we will continue to need the assistance of county EMS personnel. 

Community Docks on LGI: The LGPOA is working with the LGI Advisory Committee on the complex issue of possible violations of DEP regulations by community docks on LGI.
