The Little Gasparilla Island Property Owners Association met on June 27th.  2010 Officers elected were David Haynes President, Tom McCoy vice president, Paul Holmes treasurer, and Sharon Belcher secretary. The following committees reported: 

· Environmental: Susan Leydon and Pede Fraser are working on a scallop restoration project for Lemon Bay;

· Navigation: Charlotte County has been notified about the two missing green markers on the south side of the channel to LGI, and is in the process of replacing them.

· Social: LGPOA will not be hosting a July 4th party this year, but hopes to do in 2011.

· Membership: 2010 memberships have been received from approximately 225 property owners as of mid-June.

· Island Clean-up: A clean-up will be held in September in conjunction with the Great American Clean-up. A definite date has not yet been set.

· Chapel Committee: A committee was formed to explore making the chapel in The Preserve available for religious services, island meetings and other events.

The “Independence Celebration Parade” will be held this year on Saturday, July 3rd. starting at the Golf Cart place at 5PM. In case of rain, the parade will start 30 minutes after the rain stops. Decorate your golf cart and join in the fun of this island tradition!

LGIFR will be selling hot dogs and apparel on July 3rd at the side of the road at the Hideaway Condos from 12 noon to 6PM. 

Fire and EMS:  The Board of Directors of Little Gasparilla Island Fire and Rescue met on June 5th. Chief Chad Bradt reported that he responded to 7 calls in May – 4 fire calls and 3 medical calls. 

Chief Chad is a certified trainer and will be offering CPR and AED training, as well as fire training to any islanders interested. For more information, call him at 941-270-7607. 

The temporary fire station and living quarters for Chief Chad is located at 9540 Jolly Roger (off Rum Runner road in Gaspar’s Hideaway). There is an office and First Aid Station located at ground level. You can come by for information or non-emergency assistance, or call 270-7607, and someone will come to you. Remember, for all emergencies, call 911. The dispatcher will notify Chief Chad and will also send Charlotte County personnel to render assistance. 

Chief Chad (or his firefighter replacement) is on duty 24 hours a day. He has located fully qualified substitutes to replace him on his off days. These people will be familiar with the island and able to respond quickly to a call, just as the Chief would do.

Charlotte County is providing an EMS vehicle capable of running on the beach as well as island roads. This will carry a stretcher and medical equipment. Chief Chad hopes to have this vehicle on the island sometime in July. 

Yard Waste Burning:  Charlotte County Fire Chief Dennis DiDio has stated that if he receives a 911 call about burning on LGI, he will send his firefighters to order the homeowner to put out the fire, and they will not leave until the fire is out. This has happened on several occasions recently, sometimes because someone on the mainland saw smoke rising from LGI and called 911. LGIFR is not part of the Charlotte County Fire Department and is not involved in enforcing its burn ban. LGIFR hopes to persuade Chief DiDio to change his policy. In the meantime, if you are planning to do any burning, LGIFR asks that you call Chief Chad at 270-7607, so that he will be aware of your yard waste fire in case someone calls 911. 

The next meeting of LGIFR Board of Directors will be held on Saturday, July 3rd at 9:30AM at the Placida Beach Clubhouse. All island property owners are members of LGIFR and are welcome to attend its meetings. For more information, see LGIFR’s website: www.lgifr.com.
