As yet, there is no determination of the cause of the April 26th LGI fire that claimed the lives of Burt and Sandy Perry, their daughter Kimberly Tompkins and her friend Clint Jowers. Investigation is ongoing.

The LGI Advisory Committee met on May 8th. Carey Beychok was introduced as the new representative from Placida Beach Homeowners Association, replacing Ken Bonds. Rande Ridenour, an at large member, has submitted his resignation from the Committee. Any island resident may apply to the County Commission to serve as his replacement. Zoning:  The draft zoning ordinance, changing LGI zoning from RMFT (residential, multi-family, tourist) to single family residential was approved by a unanimous vote of the Advisory Committee at its May 8th meeting. Fire and EMS:  The Tri-Board (Advisory Committee, Fire Board, and LGPOA) met with Chief DiDio on May 12th.  The Chief stated that he did not think LGI’s providing a boat at Eldred’s would significantly speed up fire and EMS response, but numbering and placing signs on docks, roads and houses would help greatly. He wants to go ahead with this and will send a letter to all islanders explaining why this needs to be done. He will send his crews to help install the signs so that they can become more familiar with the island and its docks, and determine which docks are most usable for emergency response.
LGIFR held it annual meeting and social on May 23rd.  More than 60 islanders attended and heard presentations about fire safety from Chief DiDio. Englewood’s Independent Special Fire District (ISFD) Chief Michael Bonakoske answered questions about an ISFD. David Lutz from Thoroughbred Golf Carts and Lowell McElroy discussed golf cart and charger safety. Marine One, Charlotte County’s fire boat, was brought to the island for all to see. Publix contributed sausages and buns for the social, which was enjoyed by all.
